         1970 Harley-Davidson Chopper.  Hop on a real, vintage motorcycle.
 
         Build-a-Wheel:  Use bungee cord spokes to connect a rim to a hub, and then get it rolling on an inclined track.
 
         Spinning Wheels:  Walk on a treadmill and make colorful bicycle tires spin above your head.
 
         Magnetic Car Park:  Click roller blade wheels and blocks embedded with magnets together to build a unique vehicle, and then see how it moves by testing it on a special 37-foot bow-shaped course.
 
         Virtual Car Ride:  Jump into the Museum’s Smart Car and take a virtual ride through the Museum.
 
         Giant Tires:  Climb, clamber, wiggle and explore tires that are seven feet tall.
